April 14, 2025 Board Meeting Agenda 

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by President Kristal Platt at 7:43 PM.  

Role call:  Board members in attendance:  Kristal, Katie, Dale, Francie, Amber, and Chris.
Guests:  Tyler Juranek, Jim Jirak, and Becky Dunkerson.  Becky Brennfoerder asked a question regarding the perspective hotel.

Approval of Secretary’s Minutes:  Chris moved to  accept the Secretary’s Minutes as distributed.  Amber seconded.  Motion carried.  

Approval of Treasurer’s Report.

Chris moved acceptance of the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Katie seconded.  Motion carried.  

Status of Dales monetary challenge:  Several people donated close to $800 and other donations were made, so Dale contributed the additional $800 for a total of $2,000.
Old Business:

Schedule Constitution Convention and logo & motto discussion
Tyler recorded both Constitution & By-Laws in 40 minutes.  Becky asked to have Constitution & By-Laws re-emailed.  Let folks know Constitution & By-Laws will be placed on the website.  The Constitution & By-Laws must be read twice before voting per the current Constitution.  Dale wants biennial report added as a duty for the treasurer.  

Katie moved and Chris seconded to have the Constitution Convention on April 26 at 1:00 pm followed by discussion of the logo and motto, with the AI Workshop wrap-up by 11:30.

Becky Dunkerson felt there would be more membership participation if the agenda was sent to the membership on Announce.  She was impressed with the Calendar of Events, Facebook Group, and Membership Committee.  

Committee Reports

Convention Committee:  Tyler said he thought the Convention went “Great!”  Thank you notes have gone out including to Carlos for supporting the AI Workshop and for sending his staff.  Tyler said Both 2024 and 2025 conventions made money, not that we are focused on money.  Tyler can make the raw tapes available to anyone who would like.  He knows of additional people willing to stream.  No outstanding bills.  Note to next year’s convention committee to announce members can attend the business meeting via zoom even if they did not register.
